And if you aller the badge too much, |
don’t promise that all the badgers will be able
to recognize it as a Minicon baclge.

Minicon 27 Weapons
Policy

Really the whole policy boils down w “Don’t
be stupid,” but there are those who prefer more
explicit guidelings. With those folk in mind
here goes, and remember that for the purposes
of this policy, photons are waves.

1. Abowve all, use good judpgment. If your gear
would be unsale, while complying wilh the
remaining guidelines, please don't usc it.

2. No projectile weapons of any sort. These
are devices that throw particles or
substances, or are thrown themsclves,
Squirt guns with liguid are projectile
weapons and should not be casried, An
unstrung bow or crasshow with no arrows
is not a projectile weapon.

What Not to Do on the Bridge

Look for snacks. What food is kept on the
Bridge is for our volunteers and convention
staff. If you're hungry, try the Consuite on the
22nd floor. They have plenty of tasty calories in
many mediums,

Hang out. Il you aren’t a volunteer or
convention slalf, loitering here may get you
drafted. And we wish to point out we learned
our methods from Lhe old British press
aangs . . . .

Simply remember Lhat the 8ridge’s resources
are tlevoted to our volunteers. This doesn’t
mean you can't come by and say hello without
petting keelhauled, but keep in mind thay
excess bodies can disrupt the smooth
operalions that help make a great convention,



Cne of the things that happoened as a residt of
the badge name poficy is that we got a large (1t
seemed large to us) number of notes and letters
from people expressing concern that those they
met at Minicon might be a threat to them
afterwards. We find this extremely disturbing.
in hopes that at feast some small part of this
problem can be alleviated through education,
we offer the following observations,

The Essay We Wish We
Didn't Have to Write

Carol Kennedy, Anti-Harassment
Liaison

People who work to bring you Minicon  and
most of the people who attend, as well  like 10
think of it as a friendly and civilized tin the
very best senses of that abused word)
experience. Unfortunately, we can’t completely
shut out the Outside World, which, as we all
know, is too often uniriendly and uncivilized,

And 5o the people who work to bring you
mMinicon—and, we're certain, most of those
who attend- want it known that we will not
tolerate some of the Quiside World's warst
behavior: scxual harassment. People who bring
that behavior inlo Minicon will be warned to
stop. If they persist, they will be ejected from
the convention, and we will recommend to
future convenlions that they not be allowed 1o
register,

Some confusion exists as to what canstitutes
sexual harassment. We'll clear that up. First,
what it's not: sexual harassment is not
something perpetrated only by men or directed
only at women. In the context of Minican
{where we are all more or less of equal status),
sexual harassment does not mean lelling jokes
feven “dirty” ones); singing songs (even risque
ones); being half-dressed or looking at people
who are halt-dressed; putting vour arm around
someone’s shoulders; asking someone to join
you for conversation, lunch, or any ather
acltivity; or even proposilioning someone—
UNLESS YOU DO IT UNDER OONE OF THE
FOLLOWING CONDITIONS,

Sexual harassment means that you say things
wilh sexual contenl to ar about another person,
follow ancther person around, call another

person’s room, touch anather persen, or
reguest another person’s company afler the
person has tald you “no” or “stop.”

If you are on the receiving end of Lthis behavior,
you have two obligations. The first is o say
“no” or “stop” (describing the behavior, asin
"Stop following me” or “Stop asking me to
spend time wilth you”). Don't say “Not right
now” or “) don’t think so.” Templing as it may
be, don't even say “Not even afler he heat
death of the universe.” Say “no” or "slop.”

The second is to report to the Bridge {room
215) anvone who persists after you've said
"no” or “stop.” THE MOST IMPORTANT FIECE
OF INFORMATION IS THE QOFTENDER'S
BADGE NUMBER,

If you are the person who is told "no™ or
“slop”—BELIEVE T, and DO SO! We are not
interested inexcoses such as “ didn't think shee
really meanti,” “He's an old lover,” or ”| was
drunk.”

While we're on the topic of ugly behavior- we
also won't tolerate any kind of mistreaiment
based on others’ race, ethnic group, physical or
mental disability, religion, gender, or affection-
al preference. Fandom includes a wide and
wonderful variely of people in all those
categorics: if you don't appreciate that
richness, maybe Minicon isn't the place for
you,

We rcally wish we didn’t have 1o write this.
we'd love 10 have a time and place in which
we didn’t need to remind people to respect
cach other. We're going 1o do everything we
can to make pMinicon that way. Believe il

Musician

This the place where I'm supposed to tell » 2.
what a sweet, wonderul fellow Dave Var
Ronk is, right? You probably want me to
explain that he’s charming, witty and
entertaining, right? Forget it, Here's a sample
culled from conversations with him:

“It tock them thirty years to come up with
something more boring than bluegrass, but the.
finatlly succeeded.”

“She sings fla.”
“i get so tired of his militant wimpiness.”

“He never could play. His teacher was all
right.”

“He thinks he’s clever. | hate people who think
they're clever.”

“She did all of her songs too slow.”

I'm not going to tell you the people and styles
these were references to; ask him if you want.

Since he had been—

Wait a minute, I'm assuming that you know
who this guy is, and at least part of why we
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wanted him for Guest Musician. in case you
don't, I'll give you the brief version. Dave Van
Ronk is a folk/blues singer, guitarist and
songwriter. He's got more than a dozen albums
out. Garrison Keillor said, “When Dave Van
Ronk sings a song, it stays sung.” He gave
guitar lessons to all sorts of people you've
heard of, including the Zimmerman kid from
Hibbing. Il you have a lick of sense, you'll hear
his performance, and then you'll understand.

As for fannish credentials, he was on the
NYCON il committee, was a founding member
of the Fanarchists, and edited the second
edition of the Bosses’ Songbook. Okay? Now,
where was 17 Oh, yeah. | was going to lalk
about getting the chance 1o actually meet him
when he was playing in town some years ago.

Since he had been one of my heroes for as long
as | can remember, { jumped at the chance 1o
sit down and talk to him.
